You will have the opportunity for group peer feedback on your
individual complex care planning response to inform your summative seen exam. Assessment support will be
available from your personal academic tutor (PAT). Directed learning will support consolidation of key concepts
and theory.

The assessments will enable you to demonstrate critical insight and a breadth of knowledge of the subject areas
and its application to midwifery practice. The seen exam will assess your knowledge of complex care situations
to support antepartum, intrapartum and postpartum care (LOs 1,2,3). Assessment supportwill be available from
your personal academic tutor (PAT)as well asformativeopportunitytoassess knowledge.
