The aim of this module is to build on Developing Midwifery Knowledge 1 and deepen your underpinning
knowledge and understanding of the care provided to mothers and newborns throughout the childbearing
continuum. The module will develop your perspective of the wider global and political context of maternity care,
building your insight and understanding of the factors that contribute to the quality and safety of maternity
services.

Learning, Teaching and Assessment Strategy

knowledge (learning outcomes (LOs 1,2,3) Problem based learning will support exploration and application of
knowledge to the professional context. Case studies, seminars and workshops will support the application of
theory to practice and shared learning (LOs 1,2,3). Simulation will be utilised to support application of theory to
practice and clinical skills development. You will have the opportunity for group peer feedback on your
individual complex care planning response to inform your summative seen exam. Assessment support will be
available from your personal academic tutor (PAT). Directed learning will support consolidation of key concepts
and theory.

The assessments will enable you to demonstrate critical insight and a breadth of knowledge of the subject areas
and its application to midwifery practice. The seen exam will assess your knowledge of complex care situations
to support antepartum, intrapartum, and postpartum care (LOs 1,2,3).
