Learning, Teaching and Assessment Strategy

The module is centred on a critical examination of children and adult rights when considering the role of the
social worker. Lectures and workshops led by guest speakers, with small group work and case studies used to
explore and analyse issues and to provide formative assessment. Teaching will support students to explore the
concept of inclusive practice and what a rights-based approach to supporting people can offer when considering
working alongside people. Tutor input and directed reading will support the achievement of all LOs.

A group presentation which will count for 50% of the summative assessment. Student-led group work sessions
will be timetabled to facilitate preparation for the group presentation portfolio.

A 1500 word final assignment, written after the group presentation, will account for 50% of the summative
assessment.
